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By submitting a request the submitter confirms the following.

Introduction
Uitzicht is a cooperation of several Dutch funds for people with visual impairment. These funds finance –among other things- scientific research on the origins, prevention and treatment of diseases of the eye. 
The aim of the cooperation is to provide a clearing house for grant applications with an independant review procedure. ZonMw also supports this initiative. The LSBS manages the secretarial work.

You can request subsidies for the funding of scientific research or smaller pre-research projects as further described in paragraph 2. Each of the participating funds of Uitzicht individually decides whether or not your request will be (partly) honoured, according to their own policy. The funds are entirely autonomous and free in their policy. 
The Glaucoma Fund prefers to support research which is desirable from a patient's point of view and which improves the situation of glaucoma patients in the (relatively) short term.
By signing the request form the applicant agrees with the definitions, preconditions and the described procedure. Please send your application or report only as a .doc format (Word 1997-2003), because pdf-files are not as accessible for people with visual impairment and their computerdevices.
UitZicht organizes a fifth subsidyround at the beginning of 2012. Completed request forms for the third subsidy round should be submitted until 15 January 2012 at the latest.

Definitions of types of research financed via UitZicht
Uitzicht is a cooperation of several Dutch funds for people with visual impairment. These funds finance –among other things- scientific research on the origins, prevention and treatment of diseases of the eye. Diseases of the eye must be interpreted very strictly. Cerebral blindness (blindness due to a cerebral disorder, whereas there is nothing wrong with eye itself) is beyond the scope of UitZicht.

Definitions of the types of research
· fundamental research: research of which the research question is mainly defined by internal scientific motives and is primarily focussed on the increase in knowledge. In general this concerns long-term research.

· strategic research: research of which the research question is defined by internal scientific motives, but which is also oriented towards practical application, or which has as a starting point a more generally formulated practical problem taken from clinical or social practices. Generally spoken, this is middle-long-term research. 
· applied research of which the research question is based on a specific concrete problem, the aim being practical application. This mostly involves short-term research.
Source: The three types of scientific research are defined by the national research organizations KNAW, NWO, RGO, VSNU.
You can ask for subsidy via UitZicht for:
· regular studies with a maximum amount to be requested of € 250.000;

· pilot studies in the Netherlands (investigation and enumeration of the 'problems') with a maximum of € 75.000.

There are separate forms for each type of study. A pilot study is always in Dutch only and  only Dutch reviewers are being consulted.

You cannot ask subsidy via UitZicht for:

· scientific apprenticeship
· conference participation (only)
· printing costs of dissertations
· applied research aimed at the increase of independence, the ability to manage and social participation of people with visual impairment. This concerns for example research concerning general rehabilitation, education and work, parenting, study and development, auxiliary tools, technology and information processing for people with visual impairment. For the funding of these kinds of research you may either address Stichting InZicht or  any fund of your choice.

Predconditions

Before grants are honoured

· Not later than 15 January 2012 you may submit your subsidy request digitally by means of the requestform or pilot-requestform on the website www.uitzicht.nl. A signed hard-copy should be sent to Uitzicht before 20 January 2012 by mail. Please send your request (and reports) only as a MS Word document (.doc extension) because pdf-files are not as accessible for the computerapplications for the visual impaired.

· The research must comply with the definitions mentioned in paragraph 2.

· A request must be submitted in English, except for section C “Summmary of the research for laymen,” which has to be written mandatory in Dutch (and preferably also in English). A request for a pilot-study in general has to be in Dutch (see pilot-requestform).

· The requested amount may not exceed € 250.000, or € 75.000 for a pilot-study.

· The requester is a natural person, allied to an institution or university having its seat in The Netherlands. It is also the requester who conducts correspondence with the fund(s).   

· The research should basically start within 12 months after the subsidy grant.

After grants are honoured
· Before you ask the funds that granted you a subsidy to pay, you must inform them that the funding for the whole project has been completed.

· Each year progress- and final reports should spontaneously be sent to the secretarial office of Uitzicht, before March 1, by means of the Progressreport form. The Progress reports of Research started after July 1 should be handed in before March 1 of the second next calender year. 

· The final report (including a financial statement) should be sent to the secretarial office of Uitzicht within 6 months after terminations of the study and if possible before March 1.

· Before the December 31 of the year of granding you must inform the funds about the financial status of your study: Did you get the needed fundings or are you still occupied with collecting them? When  you do not inform before the 31th of December automatically all the granded subsidies are gone/cancelled. 
· You can never request for subsidy for the same research more than twice through UitZicht. 
· In publications that have been realised by contributions of foundations participating in UitZicht you may use the following text:
The author was supported by the following foundations: (names), that contributed through UitZicht. The funding organizations had no role in the design or conduct of this research.
4. Procedure 
· A committee to be appointed by Uitzicht of three experts will decide whether your request for a subsidy meets the definitons and preconditions and thus qualifies for UitZicht. If this is not the case, the request will be returned. This committee also appoints the scientific experts (reviewers).  

· Three reviewers evaluate the scientific quality of your request. 

· A panel from Viziris evaluates the practical relevance of your request from the perspective of people with visual impairment.

· There is an opportunity to give a written reaction to the evaluations (in March 2012). 

· Your subsidy request, the evaluations and your reaction will be sent to the funds of your choice. They examine whether your request suits their own purposes and policies. In most cases they draw up a shortlist containing the applications to be rewarded and the concerning amounts.
· At the end of May there is a coordination meeting attended by most of the funds. The main goal of this meeting is to avoid overfunding.

· After this meeting the separate funds will make their final decision.

· The individual funds will inform you whether your application is being honoured and up to which amount in June 2012.
· When the number of reviewers is more than 25, their names will be published on the website UitZicht.nl. The members of the panel from Viziris remain anonymous.
· A committee to be appointed by UitZicht of three experts will review your progress- and final reports.
